Q:
Does the Manatee County Chapter collect blood donations?

A:
No.

National American Red Cross has a separate division that is called Blood Services. Blood Services is the main blood collection agency for most of the country. There are areas, however, like the majority of Florida, where the Blood Services division does not operate. There are other agencies that conduct blood collection in these areas and it does not make sense for the Red Cross to compete to provide the same service. 

The Red Cross Chapters in Manatee and Hardee Counties do not provide blood services, but we do refer people to the correct local blood bank where they can donate. The main blood collection agency in Manatee County is Florida Blood Services.

Are there any chapters in Florida that offer Blood Services?

A:
There are a few chapters in Florida that provide blood services. No chapters in our regional grouping from Tampa to Port Charlotte provide blood services.
