Class Attire

· Please dress comfortably and respectfully. Depending on your class, you may be required to lie on the floor, roll over, bend and kneel. 

· A kitchen with microwave, refrigerator, water fountain and a soda machine are on site for refreshment. 

· Please bring a pen or pencil.  Books and reading materials will be distributed in class.  


Certification Requirements

· Attend the entire class (must not be late or leave early)

· Participate in class and demonstrate all skills
· Earn 80% or better on the final written exam.


Cancellation

It is the policy of the American Red Cross, Manatee Chapter to require advance notification of cancellation from all individuals or organizations enrolling individuals in community courses as a paying customer, scholarship recipient, employee or volunteer.  Individuals enrolled in a community course sponsored by the Manatee Chapter must provide at least two business days’ notice prior to the start date of the course in order to be eligible for a transfer into another class or a course refund.

Exceptions to this policy may be made at the discretion of the Health & Safety Services Director or Associate Director in cases of:

· Last-minute personal emergency or illness

· Localized, severe weather conditions

· Local disaster



A refund of course registration fees will be offered subject to the following conditions:

If the course registration was cancelled at least two-business days’ prior to the start of the course, the individual or organization may select:

· Full refund minus a $10 administrative fee

· Transfer into another scheduled course at full value, with a maximum of two transfers permitted.  After the third cancellation, the full value of the payment is forfeited.

If the course registration was cancelled with less than two business days’ notice prior to the start of the course, the individual or organization may select:

· A refund of 50% of the payment made for the course

· Transfer into another scheduled class, with a maximum of two transfers permitted.  After the third cancellation, the full value of the payment is forfeited.

· A credit memo or gift certificate in the full amount of fees paid,  good towards a retail item or future course enrollment in the next twelve months

No refund of course fees will be provided to individuals who fail to cancel/fail to show for the scheduled course or who do not pass the course or pre-requisite course/pre-course skills session in the case of instructor classes.



Manatee Chapter may elect to cancel a course:

· Low enrollment cancellations will be made within 48 hours of the course.  All enrolled students will be contacted by telephone. In an effort to ensure notification, an e-mail will be sent.

During times of natural or man-made disasters, inclement weather, or other unforeseen events that would compromise the safety of students, instructors, or other persons associated with a course, the chapter may cancel a class with less than two business days notice.
